“In 2020 we want to live in a sustainable and environmentally friendly Europe. We believe that use of reliable, diverse and competitive renewable sources of energy should increase continuously."

In our Europe, the quality of life will be better and citizens will be socially active.

In the year 2020 …

... European countries will use taxation policy to promote the local use/production of renewable energy

... Europe will be the setting for close scientific and political cooperation in the field of renewable energy (the EU will support research and fund political cooperation projects)

... Europe will protect its natural habitats to preserve diversity and biodiversity (the role of the EU will stay the same)

... manufacturers will have increased responsibility for environmental cleanup and the cost of environmental damage, including prevention (member states will be responsible for specific legislation)

... Europe will create and develop a comprehensive and environmental friendly mass transit system and infrastructure

... European countries and the EU will implement e-technologies (such as Estonia’s E-Governance environment) in order to save on time, paper, fuel and electricity

... schools in European states will teach green issues and energy conservation from kindergarten all the way up to the university level. Environmental awareness must be an inseparable part of lifelong learning

... Europe will promote organic agriculture

... European states will support local domestic manufacturing and local consumption

... consumers will be informed of the environmentally harmful waste generated by each particular service and goods they consume (member state task)

... The European Union (EU) will regulate waste handling

... Europe will recycle waste, including using it as an energy source (regulation of this domain is the task of the EU)

“We want to live in a Europe where every facet of the individual is valued, allowing development, education and employment in line with people’s interests and abilities, a society where the less well-off can enjoy a life with human dignity and special attention is paid to population growth, increasing the sense of security for families with children, all of which will contribute to balanced development in society.”

What should such a society be founded on? What must be done?

· opportunities for individual growth according to people’s interests and abilities

· educational opportunities in line with people’s interests and abilities

· employment opportunities in line with people’s interests and abilities

· ensuring that less well-off groups in society can live with human dignity

· paying attention to increasing population growth and raising the sense of security of families with children

1. “We believe that the EU should be involved in promoting the development of people in line with their interests and abilities in order to create equal opportunities for all inhabitants of the EU.”

2. “In order to maintain high educational standards, the EU should participate in developing a single standard of education, while it should remain the task of member states to achieve the objectives set forth in this document.”

3. “We believe the EU should be involved in promoting employment in line with people’s interests and abilities so that all people could contribute to the development of the EU economy.”

4. “We believe that the EU should monitor the social security situation in member states so that less well-off groups in society with fewer opportunities could also enjoy a life with human dignity.”

5. “We believe that the EU should take an active role in issues related to population growth and promoting healthy lifestyles, as these are common concerns for all of Europe.”

“We want to live in a Europe which values the cultures of its indigenous peoples and improves the integration of immigrants into the local culture. At the same time, we also consider it important to keep immigration under control and provide development aid in order to reduce immigration pressure on Europe.”

The European Union should be engaged with the immigration topic in order to safeguard the cultures of indigenous peoples and common European values.

In order to achieve this vision:

· Educational policy must be made more effective. In the educational sphere, the EU must ensure equal opportunities for inhabitants of all member states. EU citizens and immigrants must have equal access to education. Providing immigrants an education will allow them to better understand the culture and customs of the country in which they live. This will in turn contribute to better integration of immigrants and ensure equal opportunities for all on the job market. 

· The EU must support the preservation and development of the cultural sphere of its member states. 

· More attention must be paid to world education. In other words, inhabitants of the EU must have the opportunity to learn to understand the issues and problems that states outside Europe are facing. World education will contribute to a better understanding of other cultures, which will reduce xenophobia and increase tolerance in the EU.

· The vitality of the languages of EU member states must be safeguarded. To this end, the current EU language policy must continue (the official languages of all member states are also official EU languages):

· The creation of closed immigrant enclaves must be avoided. To this end, concerted policies must be implemented in the following areas:
a) regional policy (state level)
b) social policy (state level)
c) housing policy (local government level)

*policies are equally important, and should support one other.

· Workforce studies should be carried out on the EU level, to show which fields in the EU have the greatest need for specialists. Such studies will help develop the principles for immigration policy.  

· Control over EU borders must be improved and a common EU border guard must be created.

· The EU must contribute to resolving conflicts worldwide through the use of diplomatic and, if necessary, military means. 

· A pan-European solidarity tax must be instituted. Revenue would go into a pan-European solidarity fund. The tax level and the payment procedures should be decided by each member states on its own. In developing countries, the fund will finance civic association projects which help resolve local problems and thus indirectly reduce pressure on Europe from immigration. Development cooperation experts (delegates) will provide consultation and perform oversight on use of solidarity funds. A pan-European development cooperation educational network will be created to train the experts.

The EU must increase its support for civic associations in order to contribute to the integration of local inhabitants and immigrants.
